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Civil society condemns Karachi carnage

A group of citizens from Islamabad
and Rawalpindi joined by the Insani
Haqooq Itehad (IHI) and workers of
various political parties gathered out-
side the National Press Club to con-
demn the brutal and incessant target
killings in Karachi.

The protest demonstration was ad-
dressed by Simi Kamal, a human
rights activist from Aurat Foundation,
Anis Haroon, Chairperson National
Commission on the Status of Women
(NCSW), Executive Director Creative
Anger Dr. Rakhshanda Perveen, Coor-
dinator Insani Hagooq Itehad Anbreen
Ajaib, Dr. Farzana Bavi, senior citizen
Mazhar Ali and renowned human
rights activist Jahangir Akhtar who
plans to go on hunger strike till death
from September 12 to demand an end
to corruption in Pakistan and cut in
the military budget.

In their address to the participants,
Simi Kamal, Alia Mirza and Anis Ha-
roon said that this is just the beginning
of the ‘protest for peace’ and they
would continue this in coming days.
While giving some details of the future
strategy, member Insani Hagooq Ite-
had (IHI) Wasim Wagha, said that on
next Monday, the group would organ-
ised a ‘candlelit vigil' after ‘Iftar’.
